SETPC CHAIRMAN'’S REPORT — March 17, 2020

The Southeast Transportation Planning Committee {SETPC) continues to work with member municipalities and the MHI to further
develop the infrastructure that is needed to accommodate the traffic in the Southeast, and appreciate the opportunity to have a
voice regarding the roads and highways within our respective areas -- a transportation system vital to the active economy of
southeast Saskatchewan,

FUNDING: The ATPCs funding cut of 25% from $20K to $15K is a cancern. We continue to do our best to work efficiently within the
reduced-funding parameters, but we sincerely hope that this budget item will be reviewed. The SETPC is thankful for a loyal
membership base.

MHI SUPPORT: The SETPC EWC appreciates that a designated MHI representative {Senior Planner) has been available to attend
SETPC meetings in an interactive and advisory capacity. The attendance of the District Operations Manager {(Gord Haines/Kurt
Whitford) when available is also appreciated.

HIGHWAY PRIORITIES: A review and prioritization of the highways in the SETPC region has been completed taking into
consideration safety, economic, and social priorities. The 2019 priorities for the SETPC are (from #1-#10} - 9, 13, 47, 18, 1, 48, 8,
39&6, 361, 247. It should be noted that the south-east has very few north/south highways that are usable twelve months a year,
#47 being one example.

OF CONCERN:

#47 — an important north-south connector from the US border to #1 highway with major sections in very poor condition.
{#47 south of Estevan: Westmoreland is working on a solution to the slumping on 47 which may entail mud jacking or
equivalent procedure. Expected repair work was to commence in 2019; #47 north of Estevan to #361 is in poor condition
with rutting; #47 Stoughton north to #1 has sections that are very poor to near impassible.)

TURNING LANES: Safety concern due to lack of turning lanes at #9 & #361; also, #47 onto #361.

RAIL CROSSINGS: Crossing at Peebles is in very poor condition. Contacting and getting a response from CN or CP is very
difficult. The SETPC EWC is very pleased with the Bienfait crossing repair.

BRIDGES: Many bridges are from 50-100 years old and due for repairs or rebuilding. Safety is an issue. MREP funds
allocated to bridges each year are not enough to cover these costs. RM’s are not allowed to borrow money and do not
want to over-tax their ratepayers -- funding is of serious concern.

SIGNS & LINE PAINTING: MHI crews appear to have trouble covering the province in a timely manner.

CLASS 1A DRIVER TRAINING: Length of training; cost.

PROVINCIAL: MHI has doubled the size of the southeast District. Gordon Haines is the new District Operations Manager.
INTERPROVINCIAL: Highways connecting at the borders may not have the same weight classification which makes it
difficult for producers to get their product to market in a neighboring province. For example: Hwy #48 SK joining #257 MB,
It also has been noted that Manitoba #83 is a major north-south connector from Swan River to the US border, but that it is
secondary weight from Virden to the US. This compromises its usefulness as a heavy-haul connector.

ECONOMIC: Impact of carbon tax on industry and consumers; phasing out of coal and fossil fuels impacting communities
and tax base; also, Corvid-19 flu affecting markets; the falling price of oil concerning.

As always, we appreciate the hard work and dedication of MHI and the opportunity given to ATPC’s to have a voice regarding the
roads and highways within our respective areas. These roads are vital to the economic prosperity of our region and our province.

On Behalf of all the coaching staff and parents of the Estevan Kings Atom Hockey team we would like to
express our deep approval for a 3 ice surface in our wonderful city.

With the addition of a much-anticipated Midget (U-18) AAA Hockey team we as a whole feel that the
City of Estevan needs to look thoroughly at the possibility of a 3™ ice surface. We also believe without
the addition of this new hockey program; it has been needed since the civic was demolished

The problems we as coaches and parent run into, and why we support this 3™ ice surface are as follows.

Early Evening practice times — This makes it hard on coaches, parents and young players when
every week parents are leaving work earlier and earlier to try and accommodate these ice times.
Kids are having to be rushed from school to the rink to try and get dressed and on the ice in 15
minutes. This takes an even worse toll when at least 1 practice a week is in a surrounding area
rink.

Game Schedules/ Home Games — Estevan Minor hockey teams having to travel out of town to
play their own home games. If Players wanted to practice and play out of town, they could
request to be released and play in those communities, at a much-discounted cost, thus leaving
Estevan minor hockey to take a loss in revenue from lack of registration.

Condition of outside Facilities - When traveling to outside facilities to practice and play home
games it is frustrating that these facilities are sub par to what we have in our City, When
children must use hand warmers in their gloves, togues under their helmets and their water
bottles are freezing on the benches.



s  Future Events and tournaments — With the addition of a 3™ ice surface we fee! that Estevan
minor hockey, and other events would be able to turn out bigger events and tournaments. This
would help with the cost of building a new ice surface. For example, this years past atom
tournament would have been able to add more teams to its tournament if we would have had a
3" ice surface in the city. Three more teams mean Three more tournament registration fees,
more hotel rooms for parents and players, and support for various local establishments.

We all know this will be a very interesting subject for the City if Estevan. There will be backlash and
praise from many people as we have seen in the discussions on various social media outlets already.

This is a project our city not only needs, but a project most residents that pay minor hockey fees and
support Estevan Minor Hockey want.

This will take time,money and a lot of dedication. We feel that through mindful budgeting, precise
execution, positive volunteering and fundraising work this plan could come to fruition and be great for
our city and future generations.

Museum.
