EWC Meeting Report --February 22, 2021

A meeting of the Southeast Transportation Planning Committee Executive was held at the Carlyle Town Office, Monday, February 22,
2021, with the following in attendance.

;I'he Executive meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m. by Chairman James Trobert.

THE FOLLOWING ITEMS OF BUSINESS WERE DISCUSSED:

DECLARATION OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST — None declared.

MEMBERSHIP: Request for membership with invoice was sent to all municipalities in the SE region December 2020. Response has
been excellent with 40 of 71 responding to date. The town of Wolseley has inquired regarding membership.

Priority Array for 2020: The following priorities were identified: Priority #1 - #9; Priority #2 - #13; Priority #3 - #47; Priority #4 - #18;
Priority #5 - #1; Priority #6 - #48; Priority #7 - #8; Priority #8 - #6 & 39; Priority #9 - #361; Priority #10 - #247.

CHAIRS’ MEETING: A letter regarding reinstating funding levels sent to A/ADM Wayne Gienow; also, that the minutes of the July 2020
ATPCCC meeting were circulated via email. Alan Lindsay noted that next Chairs’ meeting is planned for April 5, 2021, Saskatoon, 9:00
a.m. The Chairs will also be invited to an embargoed presentation of the budget, video based, the morning of April 6, 2021.

PROJECT NOMINATION: Alan Lindsay stressed the importance of completing the ATPC Project Nomination Survey. Each EWC
member can nominate three (3) projects for consideration. Nominated projects are initially screened based on a cursory review of
utilization, road condition and safety factors; eligible projects are added to MHI's repository of candidate projects. Recommended
projects are approved and added to the Ministry’s Capital Plan. A link was forwarded to each EWC member and most had responded.
There is still room for projects to be nominated. Alan encouraged members to contact their EWC representative with input as to projects
that could be nominated. Alan Lindsay also noted that project nominations can be doubled up and advised that each EWC member
nominate as they see necessary without worrying about whether the project had already been nominated. Nominations to date: #9 (6),
#13, #47 (2), #48 (3), #8, #247, #201.

Municipalities of Saskatchewan: Pat Jackson, SE Regional Director, forwarded information regarding the need for upgraded
Broadband services.

Annual General Meeting: As the Provincial Budget will be released April 6, 2021, it was decided that it would be more useful to hold
the AGM in April and suggested the date of April 27, 2021. The question will still be as to how to proceed due to Covid-19 restrictions.
A venue to be determined. All current sitting EWC members have agreed to let their names stand for 2021-2022. If there are
representatives from the membership interested in joining the EWC, please notify the office of such intent, or respond to the request for
further nominations at the AGM. An election would then be held.

ROAD UPDATES/CONCERNS: (Note: Gord Haines & Kurt Whitford, MHI were in attendance via conference call to report).
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James Trobert noted that #47 from Estevan to Stoughton remains in poor condition. UPDATE: Estevan to #361 is on the
heavy program. Stoughton to #361 is considered in good condition. It was noted that patching north of the bypass at
Estevan has resulted in a very rough road ride.

#13 Redvers to the MB border has areas of pavement disintegrating and condition has gone from poor to extremely poor.
Redvers to Carlyle is also in poor condition. UPDATE: Gord/Kurt noted that Redvers to MB is on the heavy program, but
due to costs and priorities, they are unsure as to when major work can be done. It was noted that this problem cannot be
fixed with routine spending. Redvers to Carlyle is not felt to be in poor condition (also noted by Larry Gordon, RM Brock,
in a phone call to the office.)

#47 from #48 to #1 remains a concern. UPDATE: This will remain a gravel surface, with a contract going out for gravel
blading.

#9 Alameda to Carlyle very rough and has been added to the SIP (Safety Improvement Program) to be ranked and
prioritized. UPDATE: This highway is not on the heavy program at this time. MHI is monitoring to keep up with routine
maintenance. The safety concern may pertain to the lack of turning lanes; north junction of #361 and #9 has lights which
better notify the public, especially at night.

It was noted that the merge from Bienfait onto #39 is problematic; the traffic control lines should be emphasizing straight
through traffic, not the south bound turn. UPDATE: Gord/Kurt recommend that Alan Lindsay put this concern through the
TED group to look at speed zones, traffic study, pavement marking and speed, for a potential fix.

#9 north of Carlyle (BJ Ranch to 80 km sign) remains in poor condition; also, Langbank to Whitewood on the north side of
the valley is bad. UPDATE: Continue with routine maintenance.

It was again noted that #9 through the valley is very poor, with speed limits varying from 80km to 60km. UPDATE:
Landslides are creating dams, the water can’t drain and with subsequent freezing and swelling, leaving frost heaves. The
drainage and landslide issues have to be resolved before any heavy construction work could proceed. Suggested that
Alan Lindsay be in contract with Lyndon Martin of the Yorkton office for updates. Safety is a concern; an electronic
message board has been placed at the top of the valley.

The six to eight kilometers of #605 north of Bienfait in the RM of Coalfields is in very poor condition and could now be
considered the worst road in the country! Alan Lindsay noted that this is a CTP route and would be receiving $1000 per
KM for maintenance but that this amount would be inadequate to maintain the road to secondary road standards. It is
estimated that the total cost for secondary standard maintenance may approach $4000 per KM. SARM is supposed to
check as to whether roads are being maintained to secondary standards. #605 should be maintained to a primary weight
quality. UPDATE: This is a RM road.

RM financing for bridge repair still a concern. Alan Lindsay noted that RM'’s that have made application for Bridge
Stimulus funding and have not been approved, should reapply as Class 6 roads and bridges are now eligible. MHI
designs bridges to last 75 years; most bridges cost $750K to $1.5M. Maryfield RM is changing a bridge on the Manitoba
boundary which is expected to cost $1.4M. The project is shovel ready, and a funding request submitted. The RM had
been advised that a grant of $500K has been approved but work must not proceed until March 2021 to qualify for the
funds. Louis Hebert noted that the funding was not approved, and that the construction has gone ahead with completion,
and traffic over the bridge, expected for February 2021. UPDATE: This is RM jurisdiction.

Tim Daku noted that Grenfell has concerns with #47 north of #1. This intersection is being pounded out by semi’s as semi
traffic has increased ten-fold. There is no culvert at the service road causing pooling and undermining on the east side of
the road and making a sink hole. It will be interesting to see how this holds up in the spring as the road beds are
saturated. UPDATE: Suggest looking at an elevation shot to determine water flow, then do an evaluation and hopefully
come up with a solution. The town of Grenfell plans to pave the service road once the water problems are resolved.
Chris Baran advised that at Indian Head MHI is making speed up and turn off lanes at #1 and #56, and would like to press
MHI to do the same at #1 and #47 at Grenfell. UPDATE: Suggest Alan Lindsay advise Safety Improvement Program
regarding this concern.

Also noted that the large number signs are down on #1. UPDATE: Chris Baron was unable to attend the meeting, but
emailed a note of appreciation to MHI for getting all the signs up in short order. Gord/Kurt noted that this was not an easy
task as many signs were down due to the extremely high winds, and two extra crews were put on the job. The
temperatures were extremely cold, and many signs badly damaged — some taking two hours to repair/replace. Good job
Sign Crew!

Chris Baran noted that P&H (formerly Louis Dreyfus) is spotting 100 cars, and #48 as a secondary weight highway is
getting excess traffic and should be upgraded to primary weight. A wooden elevator at Glenavon has been purchased
and partnered with Johnsons out of Welwyn. UPDATE: The heavy traffic was noted but this road is not on the heavy
program at this time. It was suggested that the EWC nominate this as a project priority.

Gary Sweeting had previously reported that a bridge on the south end of RM of Maryfield, on #8, was the scene of an
accident, and cement barriers were used for a repair. This was a safety concern and Louis Hebert noted it has been
rectified. UPDATE: This bridge had been slated for replacement but the project was pushed back a couple of years, the
cement barriers put in place and subsequently removed.

Barry Fitzpatrick noted that truck traffic on #9 south from #18 to Northgate is heavy due to gravel hauls. This is also
impacting RM#3 roads. UPDATE: Patch job was rough. It is tough to get a smooth transition when dealing with ruts. A
note will be made to the supervisor to make the transition as smooth as possible.

Lindsay Clark noted that the access road going to Roche Percee is in pretty poor condition. Gord/Kurt reported that they
are aware of this concern, that the road itself is pretty stable, but that surface cracks are getting deeper. They will
prioritize on the routine maintenance budget and do what they can.
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17. Cordell Janssen, RM Benson, was concerned about the condition of #33, Stoughton to Fillmore. Gord/Kurt noted that this
road is on the heavy program to be repaired in the next few years. #33 has had extra loading due to the construction on
#39, and resulting diversion of traffic. Electronic signs have been placed.

18. James Trobert noted that #18 west to Outram from #47 Estevan is a patched, poor riding road. Outram to Lake Alma is in
good condition. Gord/Kurt noted that Lake Alma to #6 will be paved this year, making this an improved traffic corridor.

19. New projects on radar: Hwy #8 Carievale north 30 kms, getting an overlay.

20. Dale McAuley, RM Moosomin expressed concern regarding #308 and excessive traffic loading due in part to the mines
north of Moosomin. Funding to move up to Primary weight is not available, and partnerships look unlikely.

21. Spraying and mulching of right-of-ways continues. Stoughton to #1 has been completed; also, #48 Peebles to Kipling,
and through Moose Mountain Provincial Park.

22. Kelvin Luedtke noted that hay bales in ditches can be a concern. Gord/Kurt stated that this is a topic of concern and MHI
has been sticking white flags in bales indicating a number to be contacted. Bales should be removed within three weeks.
This has had fairly good results, but it can be a challenge to determine who the landowner is, and to correctly assess each
situation. Salvage of Hay Policy (MHI): “All bales must be removed from the highway right-of-way by August 8. Bales that
are nor removed by August 8 or are less than eight (8) metres from the edge of the highway shoulder may be removed
and disposed of by the Ministry. After August 8, bales must be removed immediately following haying operations.’

X. BUSINESS ARISING/COMMITTEE REPORTS:
MHI: Alan Lindsay was in attendance and reported throughout the meeting.

SARM: Bill Huber was unable to attend the meeting due to prior commitments. Alan Lindsay noted that Bill is now VP of SARM -- he
will be missed as Division 1 representative at the SETPC EWC meetings. Thank for your excellent reporting.

SUMA: Pat Jackson emailed concerns regarding the need for Broadband upgrades.

Canada Summer Jobs (TBA) — staff will be working on this grant to hire a high school student for
the months of July and August.

Community Initiative Fund (February 1, 2021) — staff have been working on this grant to receive
funds to help support summer programs at the Museum.

E — Events/Programs/Outreach

Old Timey Craft Hour (November 2, 9, 16, 23, 2020) — the Museum is partnered with Limitless
DAS to host Old Timey Craft Hour. This program was designed for children with disabilities. On
average, we have had 3 children and 3 adults attend the program.

History & Coffee (November 19, 2020) — the Museum will be hosted History & Coffee for seniors
in the community. We had one participant, but Creighton Lodge was interested in coming to the
Museum because of this program and a small group came out the Museum for coffee and a
tour.

Fall Camps — we had 8 participants for our two fall camps — Museum Curator Camp (Ages 9-15)
and Camp of Curiosity (Ages 3-5).

| Am Series; No School Day Workshops; Young Historical Society ongoing throughout the year.
Winter/Spring Camps (February and April) — we are hopeful that we can run in-person programs
for these camps.

Virtual Camp with Southeast Newcomer Services (April/May) — the Museum and SWIS will be
partnering in a virtual camp for newcomers to learn about the history of the area. The camp will
hopefully run April or early May.

Free Virtual Museum Tours for Teachers — the Museum is now offering free programs for
teachers which includes a tour of the Museum. We have had 3 class tours book already for the
month of January. Staff is currently working on creating a Virtual Heritage Day for schools as
well.
