Management's Responsibility

To the Board of Directors of Woodlawn Regional Park Authority:

Management is responsible for the preparation and presentation of the accompanying financial stalements, including responsibility for
significant accounting judgments and estimates in accordance with Canadian accounling standards for not-for-profit organizations. This
responsibility includes selecting appropriate accounting principles and methods, and making decisions affecting the measurement of
transaclions in which objective judgment is required.

In discharging its responsibililies for the integrity and fairness of the financial statements, management designs and maintains the
necessary accounting systems and related internal controls to provide reasonable assurance thal transactlions are authorized, assels
are safeguarded and financial records are properly maintained to provide reliable information for the preparation of financial statements.

The Board of Direclors is composed entirely of Directors who are neither management nor employees of the Authorily. The Board is
responsible for overseeing management in the performance of its financial reporting responsibilities. The Board fulfils these
responsibilities by reviewing the financial information prepared by management and discussing relevant matters with management and
external audilors.

MNP LLP is appointed by the directors to audit the financial statements and report directly to them; their report follows. The external

auditors have full and free access to, and meet periodically and separately with, both the Board and management to discuss their audit
findings.

Independent Auditor's Report

To the Board of Directors of Woodlawn Regional Park Authority:
Qualified Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of Woodlawn Regional Park Authority (the “Authority"), which comprise the statement of
financial position as at December 31, 2020, and the statements of revenue and expenses, changes in net assels, and cash flows for the
year then ended, and notes to the financial statements, including a summary of significant accounling policies.

In our opinion, except for the possible effects of the matter described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion section of our report, the
accompanying financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial posilion of the Authority as at December 31,
2020, and the resulls of its operations and its cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Canadian accounting standards for
not-for-profit organizations.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

In common with many not-for-profit organizations, the Authority derives some of its revenue from donations and fundraising, the
completeness of which is not susceptible to satisfactory audit verification. Accordingly, our verification of these revenues was limited to
the amounts recorded in the records of the Authority and we were not able to determine whether any adjustments might be necessary o
revenues and net assels.

We conducted our audit in accordance with Canadian generally accepted auditing standards. Our responsibilities under those standards
are further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent
of the Authority in accordance with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements in Canada, and we
have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements. We believe that the audit evidence we have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate lo provide a basis for our qualified opinion.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with Canadian accounting
standards for not-for-profil organizations, and for such internal control as management determines is necessary to enable the
preparation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Authority's ability to continue as a going concern,
disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going concern basis of accounting unless management either
intends to liquidate the Authority or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Authority's financial reporting process.

Re: 2022 Dust Control on Boundary Dam Beach Road

At our November 5, 2021 Liaison Meeting there was discussion of an understanding regarding
cost sharing dust suppressant on the Boundary Dam Beach Road for 2022, between the City of
Estevan, Woodlawn Regional Park and the R.M of Estevan.

Woodlawn Boundary Dam Regional Park is an important location for tourism in our area and
draws a large number of people each summer. For the safety of those travelling to the Park, it
would be beneficial to apply dust suppressant on the entire length of the Boundary Dam Beach
Road. The estimated cost for one application at 4L/ ft is $17,580 for the 2.25 miles. The R.M. is
committed to arranging the application and providing preparation work required prior to the dust
control being applied, including grading, graveling and supplying water, in addition to our one-
third contribution. If your Council agrees to partner and contribute a one-third cost share of this
project, we ask that you please provide us with a resolution from Council stating your
commitment.

The R.M. of Estevan is hopeful we can work together toward the common goal of making our
area more attractive and safer for local individuals, families and tourists that utilize the Park.
